This weekend we have disarmed
Revelation in that we have shown
that it can not be used to justify
violent Christian revolutions.




But “Disarming Revelation” also means
that Revelation should disarm us. That is,
Its function is to subvert the conventional
wisdom of violence and war by revealing

who Jesus actually is: the Lion who
manifests himself as a slain lamb.
